This VBS for preschool ages through primary 
grades is intended for groups of up to 100 chil-
dren but can be easily adapted to accommodate 
any number and ages of children.  Instead of 
classes, Under Construction has “crews” led 
from one “site” to another, not by a teacher 
but by “crew leaders.”  Children rotate from 
the Hard Hat Area (crafts), Scales and Meas-
ures (music), Survey (stories), Blueprints (Bible 
activities), and Break Time and Recreation.  To 
teach children the value of Christian service, 
Under Construction also introduces them to 
the ministry of Habitat for Humanity Inter-
national. By combining solid Biblical teaching 
with practical Christian service, the children 
and the adults who are leading them engage in a 
truly unique VBS experience!
